 Late February-Late 2012: Many CUPAs “seed” 
(load) facility data into CERS2

 Submittal = 1+ Submittal Elements 

 A Facility Submittal is made up of one or more 
separate Submittal Elements.  

 CERS2 Submittal Elements defined by form/data 
dependencies & schedule mandates. 

 Submittal Elements often--but not always--align 
with program elements. 

 Businesses (Organizations) can submit one, a few, or 
all Submittal Elements for a facility. 

 Regulators separately review/approve each submitted 
Submittal Element as necessary.
